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Early Years Foundation Stage: 0
Phonics (small cohort): The disadvantaged group performed better than other pupils in phonics, resulting in a positive gap. This reflects focused support provided to individual children and groups.
By the end of KS1 (small cohort): The disadvantaged group performed better than other pupils in Reading and Maths. This reflects focused support given.
By the end of KS2 (small cohort): The disadvantaged group did less well in test situations across writing, maths and reading. More focus work has been a focus for these groups and this continues to be, as more time is required to show impact of outcomes.

Data suggests that the Pupil Premium funding is impacting positively on the achievement of disadvantaged children in our school in EYFS and KS1. The achievement of disadvantaged children will remain a focus in all year groups in subject leader action plans in order to build on this. SLT and Governors will continue to monitor the disadvantaged gap overtime. 
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
