Be able to identify connections between beliefs / concepts within a single belief tradition with reference to authoritative texts / stories eg salvation and incarnation, tawhid and creation, dharma and moksha
Be able to explain connections between beliefs / concepts within a single belief tradition with reference to authoritative texts / stories
Be able to identify similar concepts eg creation, are presented across different belief traditions with reference to authoritative stories / texts

Be able to identify ways in which different people think about the world differently

Be able to analyse different ways in which people think about the world and make connections between this and their beliefs

Be able to understand and begin to explain that there is a difference between believing and knowing

Be able to explain the distinctions between ‘belief’, ‘faith’, ‘opinion’ , ‘truth’ and ‘knowledge’

Be able to provide a range of evidence reasons why a member of a belief tradition may hold a particular belief (eg that the world was created, that God exists).

Be able to analyse the strengths/ weaknesses of different types of evidence provided to support beliefs about the world, including personal beliefs
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
