Comments – 
· Overall both children are very happy and settled. Any issues have been dealt with and I feel very supported as a family.
· My child is in his final year at North Scarle, and I am so proud of the young man he is! The nurturing environment of the school from Reception to Y6 has enabled him to thrive, love learning and also be kind and caring. I think all the staff do a brilliant job. Communication is excellent and I feel able to discuss any worries – although I don’t have many! Thank you! 
· Q.6 – Comment rather than rating – There is no pressure to do what the children can’t achieve but a more than reasonable approach to make them happy while learning and help them achieve their individual best. 
· Good management of issues regarding racism. Caring and Nurturing environment where children are happy with a family focus. Only negative is potentially need for more clubs, but I feel this has improved with football and choir.
· Our children have excelled beyond all recognition since joining North Scarle. We have no complaints whatsoever! 
· Whilst communication is good, not as accessible since dojo chat was switched off, which does impact
· After school club is available, however, made to feel guilty when collecting early, which is necessary.
· I ticked ‘agree’ rather than ‘strongly agree’ for Q19 as I have heard a member of staff telling a parent of their child’s behaviour in front of other parents rather than in private. 
· I think it would be nice to have more after school activity clubs like sewing club. Things maybe children don’t get to experience at home. Things like art/craft club, clay, cooking. 


Actions taken by school – 
Clubs
As a very small school we are limited by the variety and number of clubs we can offer regularly. Staff currently run choir, football and school council either on a lunchtime or after school. We have also tried to ensure that our after-school club provision is varied and have sought the use of private companies to potentially deliver other clubs. Unfortunately, our size goes against us again, as many private club providers will not cater for a low number of pupils or pupils from mixed age classes. We will, however, continue to seek opportunities for further support to provide clubs to our pupils. We have asked for volunteers willing to support and do have Mrs Middleton running sewing club. We hope to encourage some help for us to be able to engage again with the Lincolnshire Show and Mrs Williams is keen to begin a music group once the classes have the basic recorder skills. Our family group time sessions are also supporting the pupil’s personal development and focus on embracing enrichment and wider curriculum opportunities. As mixed year groups they have had the chance to explore our British Values, singing and wellbeing and have chosen outdoor education and gardening for the next two terms. We also engage with a wide variety of sports and games and every child has the opportunity to compete and try new activities such as curling and archery. 
Dojo chat/communication
Whilst the chat/message facility has been removed, dojo can still be accessed to keep up to date with the daily goings on in school. Staff are always available and willing to give their time should you need to speak with us. There is always someone at the gate at drop off and all staff are on the playground at the end of the day for a chat. Other channels in which to communicate with school include: phone call, email, appointment. We also send out information on dojo, the school website, ParentMail and through both class and HT newsletters. We are highly approachable and will always be here to listen and help.
ASC early collection
As stated previously, due to very low staff numbers and meetings being held after school hours, we do request that families pick up at 4pm and 5pm, to prevent continuous disruption. However, we have several families who let us know they will be collecting early or late and we will always do our best to accommodate this as easily and swiftly as possible. It is certainly not our intention to make you feel guilty and this has been received by staff to be aware of.
Pupil behaviour reports
As the HT I was made aware of this by the parent and spoke directly to the member of staff who had made this error. All staff have been reminded that communications regard a pupil should be held privately with the family involved.
Behaviour
Pupil behaviour in school is regarded highly by staff. The vast majority of pupils behave exceptionally well, and incidences of low-level concerns are dealt with swiftly. School responds appropriately to behaviour incidents. The number of incidents logged has reduced significantly over the past few years. We will continue to work with the children to understand school rules and have high expectations of them but also support them and promote positive behaviour across the school.
