Our music vision - 
 The purpose of our music curriculum is to help children have musicality (a set of inner skills that let you freely and confidently express yourself in music) and alongside that, develop a love of music. Our focus is on developing the skills, knowledge and understanding for pupils to become confident performers, composers, and listeners. Our curriculum allows children to hear music from all around the world and across generations, teaching children to respect music from all traditions and communities. We are following Kapow’s music scheme with additional instrumental lessons in KS2. Performance opportunities occur for the whole school once a year in a production shown to parents and wider community. 
Our four key threads are our vision and weave through everything we do at North Scarle Primary School:
Our inclusive approach allows all children to ask questions and have opportunities to learn the basics of playing an instrument. We adapt our teaching to allow all children to access the music provision.   
We want our pupils to be inspired by all styles and genres of music, have a passion for music engaging with past, present and future music artists and technology. We hope our children are excited to learn and actively engage with hands on experiences. 
Enrichment opportunities weaved through the curriculum enhance our pupils’ abilities to make connections with the musical world around them. 
Examples are – 
· Young Voices Programme
· Choir 
· A yearly trip to the theatre 
· Opportunity to access private music tuition through the Lincolnshire Music Service or other local services.
· A yearly whole school production
· Carefully selected musical genres and artists are introduced on a weekly basis through our assemblies. 
· Opportunities to sing to the wider community
We have adapted a cohesively planned music curriculum to be aspirational so that all pupils can achieve success.

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This is a summary of how North Scarle Primary School delivers music education to all our pupils across three areas - curriculum music, extracurricular provision and musical experiences - and what changes we are planning in future years.

This information is to help pupils and parents or carers understand what our school offers and who we work with to support our pupils’ music education.
Part A: Curriculum music
Curriculum music is music taught in lesson time to ALL pupils.
At North Scarle Primary School, we teach music to our mixed age classes, using a cycle of carefully planned units from the Kapow music scheme. In Class 1 (Preschool, Reception, Y1 and Y2) this is delivered by the Headteacher – Mrs Katie Durant Good and in Classes 2 (Y3 and 4) and 3 (Y5 and 6) this is delivered by our music lead Mrs Charlotte Williams.
All children have a 1-hour music lesson per week. In Class 1, this is often reduced to no more than 45 mins, with additional opportunities being provided to practise and incorporate music into their learning through continuous provision.
Music lessons are taught on a 2 - year cycle ensuring full curriculum coverage during a pupil’s time at school.
Curriculum music lessons are informed by the Model Music Curriculum (non- statutory guidance for music teaching) and provide pupils with opportunities to: 
● Listen to and evaluate music from diverse time periods and cultures. 
● Learn how to create and control sound using their voices, as well as tuned and untuned instruments. 
● Understand how music is communicated through various notation systems. 
● Improvise and compose music. 
● Perform musically in front of audiences of varying sizes.

At the start of each week children are introduced to the 'Musician of the Week.' 
Children are given key info about the artist, as the artist is discussed briefly at the beginning of every assembly. There is also a display with artist information on in the assembly room.
A different song by the artist is played each day.

We also introduce a 'Musician of the Month' each month. They will have been introduced in one of the weeks, but further info and activities are sent out via a Home Information Sheet on Class Dojo.

(We subscribe to ‘Musician of the Month’ which is written and provided by Manic Street Teachers.) Musician of the Month - Primary School Music Resources
There is a ‘Singing’ assembly every Tuesday.
	There is a singing club (Choir) every Wednesday lunchtime led by Mrs Katie Durant Good. 


Our choir also perform at school and community events throughout the academic year.

This opportunity is open to the whole school (of which there are 50 pupils). There are approximately 20 pupils currently attending choir.

Music club is offered 1 term per year following an instrumental term of work. 
	School has offered private music tuition to families via the Lincolnshire Music Service and other private organisations.

Many pupils play instruments outside of school, we have 4 children who now have lessons within the school day.

School will continue to promote individualised or small group lessons when available and will continue to sign post parents to access lessons when requested.

We also support pupils who are Choristers at Lincoln Cathedral.


Through the Lincolnshire music service, the school can offer 1-1 and small group instrumental and singing tuition for a variety of instruments. Lessons may be booked through the school and subsidised tuition may be available for children whose families are in receipt of certain benefits.
